Space stations at intervals of 5 to 50 meters, depending upon the density of
rat sign and the manner in which rats appear to be using the habitat.

Follow Up: Monitor treated areas periodically (every 3-4 days or as often
as practicable) and replenish bait as needed to ensure an uninterrupted
supply of fresh bait for at least 10 days or until fresh signs of rat activity
cease to appear in the treated area. Collect and dispose of any dead
animals and spilled bait found. Dead animals and spilled bait may be
buried on site if the depth of burial makes excavation by nontarget animals
extremely unlikely.
